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LESSON ONE

The Essentials
Acts 16:25-34 & Acts 2:28-29

In every person’s life there comes a time when he feels some type of action must be taken or some type of experience undergone in order for him to be saved. The nagging question of every heart and soul, “What must I do to be saved?” is just as current in our generation as it was in the Apostles’ day.


There are over 1700 different denominations in the world, but which way? And Why?

Read: John 6:66-68, 10:1, and 14:6


There unending questions continue to perplex mankind, but you can find God and worship Him in Spirit and in Truth. Jeremiah 29:13 reads “And ye shall seek me and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your heart”. The secret to finding God is to open your heart. God still speaks to a willing heart.
Definition
SAVED-comes from the Greek word SOZO meaning to save, deliver, protect, heal, and preserve. Webster stated that in religion, it means to deliver a person or soul from sin and punishment, redeem from spiritual death.

How Can I Be Saved?

If God is so holy, how can I come to him? Why would He touch me? Why would he save me?

Titus 3:5, “Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy, he saved us….”

John 3:16, “For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life”.
What is the Price of Salvation?

1. James 1:21, “Receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls”.

Our hearts must be willing to receive God’s Holy Word. Many hear the Word but because of pride, tradition, etc. they do not receive it. Whatever God’s Word says, it is applicable today. Condition your mind to receive with “meekness” the Word and the will of God.
2. 1 Peter 3:21, “Even baptism doth also now save us”.

Water Baptism (covered in lesson #3) is part of the salvation experience. It’s important to remember that not only is the act of baptism required, it is necessary that the baptism formula is correctly administered.
3. Acts 2:40, “Save yourself from this untoward generation”.

The word “untoward” means perverse. Salvation, though free, must be something that you work to protect and maintain. The scripture admonishes us to come out from among them and be ye separate.

4. Titus 3:5, “Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us”.
You will never be good enough to earn salvation. We are all saved through His grace and mercy.

5. Matthew 10:22, “He that endureth to the end shall be saved”.
*There are many trials and temptations which come into the life of a Christian. The fact that you’ve began a walk with God doesn’t mean that there will be no more problems. The important thing to remember is “stay in the ship”; the church is a place of safety during times of trial.
Below are listed other verses concerning our salvation experience:

1) Proverbs 28:18, “Who so walketh uprightly shall be saved”.

2) Luke 7:36-50, “Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace…

3) Acts 11:14, “Who shall tell thee words, whereby thou and all thy house shall be saved”.

4) John 10:9, “I am the door; by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved.

5) Isaiah 45:22, “Look unto me, and be saved, all ends of the earth”.

6) Acts 16:31, “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shall be saved, and thy house”.

7) Ephesians 2:5,8, “For by grace are ye saved through faith”….
8) Romans 10:13, “For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved”.
9) Romans 8:24, “For we are saved by hope”.

10) Mark 16:16, “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved.

11) Romans 10:9, “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved”.

The previous scriptures were written by the Apostles, Prophets, Kings, and Jesus himself. They all say to do this or that in order to be saved. Which is right? Do we take some and leave the others? Do they contradict each other? What s the real formula for salvation? The fact is that all of these scriptures are correct. And all must be used in order to be saved! We must live by the whole book or by none of the book. The following major points are taken from the above list. They describe each step everyone must take to find salvation.

FAITH
The absolute foundation stone you must lay for salvation is faith. You must have faith to come to God.
1. Hebrews 11:6, “But without faith it is impossible to please Him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him”.
2. John 3:16, “Whosoever believeth in him should no perish, but have everlasting life”.

3. Romans 10:17, “So then faith cometh by hearing and hearing by the word of God”.

4. Ephesians 1:13, “In whom ye also trusted ye believed, ye we sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise”.

5. 1 Corinthians 1:21, “It pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe”.

REPENTANCE

Repentance was taught through the Old Testament as well as the New Testament.

1. Job 42:6, “Repent in dust and ashes”.

2. 1 Kings 8:47-50, “If they shall ….repent….

3. Matthew 4:17, “Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand”.

4. Luke 13:3, “Except ye repent, ye shall al likewise perish”.

5. 2 Peter 3:9, “Not willing that any should perish but that all might come to repentance”.

Repentance means not only feeling sorry for your sins but making an about-face, having a change of heart and mind, and asking God to forgive you.

BAPTISM
Water baptism in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, is an essential part of salvation. Acts 22:16 states, “Arise and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord”. Our sins are washed away in the waters of baptism.
1. John 3:5, “Except a man be born of the water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God”.
2. Acts 2:38, “Repent and be baptized everyone of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins….”

3. Luke 24:27, “Repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations”.

4. Acts 8:16, “For as yet he was fallen upon none of them: only they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus”.

Please Study: Acts 22:16, 1 Corinthians 6:11, 1 Peter 3:20-21, Romans 6:3-4, Colossians 2:12, Galatians 3:27, Acts 2:41, 8:12-16, 10:44-48, and 19:1-6.

HOLY GHOST
The Holy Ghost is the Comforter that Jesus spoke of in John 14. Jesus’ church which he purchased with his own blood (Acts 20:28) started on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4). On this day many received the Holy Ghost evidenced by speaking in language they had not learned. The same experience is available today for any person who wishes to draw close to God. Romans 8:9, “Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ he is none of His”.
1. Matthew 3:11, (John the Baptist speaking) “He shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and with fire”.

2. Acts 1:5, “For John truly baptized with water, but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence”.

3. Acts 2:4, “And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost and began o speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance”.

The experience of the Holy Ghost is life’s greatest event. God honors us with His continual presence when He gives us His Spirit. Many scriptures give us glimpses into this blessing. Please see: Joel 2:28-29, Acts 8, 10, and 19:1-6.
BIBLE

The Bible is the only source of God’s Word. It is the only book you can find the way to salvation. We cannot afford to accept anything but truth when it comes to salvation. Search the scriptures. You will find within its holy pages the way to find God, Salvation, and Peace!

Acts 4:12, “Neither is there salvation in any other; for there is none other name under heaven given among men whereby we must be saved”.
